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Well finally a letter from Marco, Claudia and Nathan.  This letter has been long in coming and has been started at least several times but now it’s finally rolling of the press.  We have been back now for 4 months and have been very, very, very busy.  We had to let one of the couples that was working with us go because of various disturbing developments in regards to lack of support and some difficulties with one of their children who is an adopted former street child.
Since we returned we have had various of our workers go on their yearly holidays so at one stage for about a month Marco was the only man on the project.
We praise God for the fact that nearly all of the workers are now back on the job and that we also have a new couple working with us.  Their names are Valmir and Rita and they have a 6 month old son by the name of Miquel.  They come from the north of Brasil where some of our other workers come from as well.  They used to work with YWAM (Youth With A Mission).

This brings our present team op to 3 couples and 2 singles and a total of 4 kids, Praise God.

We are presently installing an alarm system in the buildings due to the fact that in April we where robbed again and as well in May we had incidents of items disappearing.  We have an urgent need of placing a fence around the headquarters so that we can make it more secure and as well for the protection of our animals.

The project has grown to about 30 children and is running along well.  We have had some great opportunities to present the Easter musical together with a mime at the children’s school and various churches in the area.  (The presentation was presented in the Catholic Church next door to the school where the children attend.)  The response was overwhelming and many people mentioned that they where touched and many of the teachers cried and where amazed at transformation of the behavior of the children since they started participating in the project.
We have had 3 events on the property this past month. One mission conference from Action Brasil with 34 people for 4 days.  One one day fellowship gathering with a group +/- 250 people, and one youth retreat of 50 youths for 2 days.  All within the space of 2 weeks.  It was quit a busy time, especially because we only had Marco with the 3 ladies working during this time.

As most of you know we have been having to make a payment on the property.  Well the time has finally come.  Last week they came to see if we could renegotiate.  Basically we have come to the agreement that to pay the back log of payments we will be giving our car as a partial payment with 5 or 6 hectares of land which would bring us up to date with the payments and would leave us free until next year’s payment.  This means that we will be driving a 1983  Volkswagen minivan, which has no heating and it being winter and that will mean quit an adventure.
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Nathan is now been going to school since march and he really likes it.  He is really developing quickly now and at times he comes home with lots of stories.  He goes to school from 1:30pm till 5:45pm which means that he usually at this time of year comes home in the dark.
It does make live a little different for us compared to the last few years here.  Our days become very hectic trying to juggle all the different activities, but the Lord is faithful and id helping us.

That’s about it for now please do  for us because without your prays we are left alone on the front line. 

Prayer points:

1. Please continue to pray for our needs with regards to paying off the property where we are currently.  We are still in need of about half of the needed funds.
2. Please pray for the children of the project.  We have 3 or 4 very troublesome kids who are know to be involved with robbing things. Martin. Carlos W., Micone, and Vanderlay.
3. Please pray for us and the team to beable to keep up with the busy schedule that we have.

4. Please pray for us that we will be able to buy an other car for our personal use with in a short period of time.  We are dreaming of a Land Rover due to the bad roads in the winter.

We, Marco and Claudia thank the Lord for all the people who pray and have sent support.
